
Signs of stroke 
in children

›   Weakness or numbness in the face, 
arm or leg, especially on one side.

›  Trouble seeing or vision loss.
›   Dizziness, loss of balance or poor 

coordination.
›   Severe, sudden headache, especially 

with nausea and vomiting.
›   Seizures with weakness that doesn’t 

improve.
›  Loss of consciousness.
›   Trouble swallowing, including drooling.
